North Dallas has a high poverty rate, over 90%, and, a large population of homeless students.
Because of low assessment scores, unacceptably low attendance and graduation rates, the
school was rated low-performing for over 10 years and being closed was a real option. Alumni
determined to make a difference by forming the North Dallas Bulldog Support League.

A grant request process was instituted to encourage teachers and administrators to submit
their needs to the group and over $39,000 in funds have been donated to the school since
September 2010.

North Dallas suffers from low community and parental support so NDBSL members serve on the school’s site-based manage-
ment team, and belong to other organizations at the school. Members also attend athletic and academic events at the school,
including the Poetry and Prose night, National Honor Society inductions, Awards Assemblies, Talent Shows, and Chief on the
Beat. They interview students and help evaluate essays for scholarships. When the library has needed dusting and cleaning for
special events, NDBSL members have contributed their sweat equity.

Fund raising projects have included Valentine Dinner Dances, a Casino night, Own a Piece of North Dallas, and the Spring Sock
Hop. Members have donated funds beyond the cost of membership to support the students and teachers at North Dallas for a
variety of needs. Renewing and new members are critical if we are going to fund the summer Fresh Start summer program for

in-coming freshmen.
